SEC Tournament Tie-Breaker Procedures
Teams will be seeded No. 1 through No. 14 in the SEC Women’s 
Basketball Tournament bracket based upon the fi nal regular sea-
son Conference standings. Teams that fi nished No. 1 through No. 
4 in the fi nal regular season standings shall receive a “bye” on the 
fi rst and second days of the SEC Women’s Basketball Tournament.
1. Two-Team Tie. The following procedure will be used in the fol-
lowing order unƟ l the Ɵ e is broken:
A. Won-lost results of head-to-head compeƟ Ɵ on between the 
two teams.
B. Won-lost record of the two teams versus the No. 1 seed (and 
proceeding through the No. 14 seed, if necessary).
C. Coin fl ip by the Commissioner.
2. Three-Team Tie (or more). When three or more teams are Ɵ ed, 
the following procedure will be used in the following order unƟ l 
the Ɵ e is broken. If two teams remain Ɵ ed aŌ er a Ɵ ebreaker pro-
vision, the two-team Ɵ ebreaker formula will be used.
A. Best winning percentage of games played among the Ɵ ed 
teams (Example: Team A is 3-1, Team B is 2-2 and Team C is 1-3 
– Team A would be seeded highest, Team B second-highest and 
Team C lowest of the three).
B. Best winning percentage of the Ɵ ed teams versus the No. 1 
seed (and proceeding through the No. 14 seed, if necessary).
C. If two teams remain, coin fl ip by the Commissioner.
D. If three or more teams remain, draw by the Commissioner.
