Fourth Season

Hampton, Va. * Penn State, 1991

Terri Williams-Flournoy is in her fourth season as Auburn’s head coach. Hired by Director of
Athletics Jay Jacobs on April 2, 2012, she is the sixth head coach in program history.

In her first season at Auburn, she led the Tigers to 19 wins, the most in four years, and
an appearance in the Women's NIT quarterfinals. Auburn set a school record with 402 steals
during the 2012-13 season while forcing 701 turnovers, a mark that ranks second all-time on
The Plains.

Known for her defense, Williams-Flournoy made an immediate impact on the team in her
first season as the Tigers finished the year ranked second in the SEC and 15th nationally with
11.8 steals per game. Three Auburn players finished the season ranked in the top 10 in the
SEC and top 250 in the country in steals per game.

Williams-Flournoy became the first Auburn women's basketball coach ever to lead her
team to the post-season in their first year. Additionally, after the team’s season-opening 71-41
win over Maine, she became just the second AU women's basketball coach to win their first
game as head coach.

Year two saw Coach Flo's team again lead the SEC in steals (10.4/game) while winning 19
games for the second-straight year. The Tigers forced opponents into 659 turnovers in 2013-14,
bringing the two-year total under Coach Flo to 1,360 turnovers forced, an average of 20 per
game. Behind this defensive pressure, the Tigers earned a berth in the WNIT for the second
year in a row, advancing to the third round.

A 23-year coaching veteran, Williams-Flournoy came to Auburn after leading Georgetown
to a four-year run from 2008-12 that was the most successful period in the program’s history,
while posting an overall mark of 143-104 during her eight-year tenure. In her last four
seasons, the Hoyas were 93-41, advancing to the NCAA tournament in 2010, 2011, and 2012,
while making a Sweet 16 appearance in 2011. They were a WNIT quarterfinalist in 2009.

Prior to her arrival at Georgetown, she was a successful assistant for 12 years at Southwest
Missouri State (2002-04), Georgia (1996-2002) and Georgetown (1992-96), posting a record
of 251-116. During her coaching career, Williams-Flournoy has been a part of three programs
that have made 12 NCAA Tournament appearances, including five that advanced to the Sweet
16 or beyond.

She was part of a Georgia program that advanced to the 1999 Final Four and Elite Eight
in 1997 and 2000. In 2011-12, Williams-Flournoy's Hoyas advanced to the second round
of the NCAA Tournament and finished with a 23-9 record, while finishing fourth in the Big
EAST. Georgetown defeated two top-ten teams, beating No. 10 Georgia and No. 7 Miami,
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and finished the regular season ranked 17th nationally. That season the Hoyas entered NCAA
Tournament play ranked sixth nationally in field goal percentage defense and eighth in the
country in scoring defense.

Junior Sugar Rodgers was a unanimous first-team All-Big EAST selection and was an
honorable mention All-America selection. Williams-Flournoy helped Georgetown return to the
Sweet 16.in 2010-11 posting an overall record of 24-11 and a mark of 9-7 in the BIG EAST.
The Hoyas defeated five ranked teams, induding Tennessee, and were ranked in both the AP
and ESPN/USA Today Polls for the entire year, at one point reaching No. 11 on the AP Poll and
No. 12 on the ESPN/USA Today Poll. Georgetown finished the season with an RPI of 12, as well
as being ranked 23rd and 14th on the AP and the ESPN/USA Today Polls, respectively.

The Hoyas tied for seventh in league play and earned their second-consecutive berth in the
NCAA Tournament where the Hoyas advanced to the Sweet 16 for the second time in program
history. Georgetown fell in the Round of 16 to Connecticut, 68-63, despite leading almost the
entire game.

During the summer of 2011, Williams-Flournoy was named an assistant coach for Team
USA for the World University Games in Shenzhen, China. The team won a gold medal in
competition.

In 2009-10, she led the Hoyas to a 26-7 overall record and finished second in BIG EAST
conference play with a 13-3 mark. Georgetown posted a 16-game win streak during the season
and spent 12 weeks in the national rankings. The Hoyas earned the program’s second bid to
the NCAA Tournament, advancing to the second round. The Hoyas led the nation in turnover
margin (+8.12) in 2009-10 with a fast-paced tempo and also ranked third in steals per game
(12.9).

Individual honors followed with two players earning All-BIG EAST, a BIG EAST Rookie of
the Year and an Honorable Mention All-America award. Williams-Flournoy was also named
the Coach of the Year by the Black Coaches Association.

The previous season, Williams-Flournoy led the Hoyas to a 20-14 overall record and
the program’s first 20-win season since 1992-93. The Hoyas had an impressive run through
the WNIT advancing to the quarterfinals and going further than any team had advanced in
postseason play in the program's history.

Williams-Flournoy took over the Georgetown program on Aug. 27, 2004, becoming just the

sixth women's basketball head coach in school history.

During her two seasons as an assistant at Southwest Missouri State (now Missouri State), Williams-Flournoy
was a part of two-straight NCAA Tournaments and two-consecutive Missouri Valley Conference Tournament
Championships. The 2003-04 team finished the season with a 28-4 record and won the regular-season MVC
Championship.

At Georgia, Williams-Flournoy was recruiting coordinator for the program during a time when Georgia made
six-straight NCAA Tournament appearances. During Williams-Flournoy's tenure, the Bulldogs won SEC titles in
1997 and 2000, the SEC Tournament in 2001 and produced seven WNBA players.

Williams-Flournoy's four-year stint at Georgetown as an assistant saw the Hoyas achieve great success in
her first season (1992-93), as Georgetown earned a BIG EAST Championship and its first-ever bid to the NCAA
Tournament, finishing the year with a 23-7 overall mark, advancing fo the Sweet 16.

Williams-Flournoy was responsible for all aspects of recruiting and scouting along with conditioning, game
planning and academic monitoring.

A 1991 graduate of Penn State University with a degree in business management, Williams-Flournoy was a
four-year letterwinner player for the Lady Lions under former coach Rene Portland.

Penn State won the Atlantic 10 Conference championship in each of Williams-Flournoy's last two seasons as
a player and was a participant in the NCAA Tournament in three of Williams-Flournoy's four seasons. In 1988,
1990 and 1991 Williams-Flournoy and the Lady Lions advanced to the second round of the NCAA Tournament
and in 1991, Penn State was ranked No. 1 in the country.

Williams-Flournoy, sister of basketball guru Boo Williams of Hampton, Va., and her husband, Eric, have a

daughter, Maya, and a son, Eric, Jr.

Ty Evans, a former All-American at Wisconsin-White-
water and 12-year collegiate coaching veteran, is in his
fourth season on The Plains as assistant coach. He joined
head coach Terri Williams-Flournoy at Auburn prior to
the 2012-13 season. For the 2015-16 season, Evans will
primarily coach the wings while assisting in recruiting.

Evans, a native of Beloit, Wis., is entering his second
stint under Williams-Flournoy. Prior o going fo Alabama,
Evans spent two seasons (2005-07) under Williams-
Flournoy at Georgetown. He left the Hoyas for a similar
position at Alabama, where he stayed until moving to
Auburn.

In his first season on The Plains, he helped guide
the Tigers to 19 wins, the most in four years, and an
appearance in the Women's NIT quarterfinals. Auburn set
a school record with 402 steals during the 2012-13 season
while forcing 701 turnovers, a mark that ranks second
all-time on The Plains.

While mentoring point guard Najat Ouardad in his
first season, he helped her improve from 2.7 assists per
game to 5.7, a mark that ranked her second in the SEC
and 26th in the country. She also improved to a 1.4 assist-
to-turnover ratio as a senior after posting a negative
ratio as a junior.

At Alabama, Evans coached the post players and
helped his players earn All-SEC honors in three of his
five seasons. He was also instrumental in coaching the
Crimson Tide to a WNIT Sweet 16 appearance in 2011,
the team’s first post-season trip since 2002.

Also heavily involved in recruiting, Evans brought
national attention to Alabama in 2010 and 2011 after
securing top-20 recruiting classes both years.

Prior to going to Alabama, Evans served two years
at Georgetown under Williams-Flournoy. He assumed
every role on the Hoya staff, induding a brief stint as
recruiting coordinator. During those two seasons, he was
instrumental in the recruiting and re-building efforts that
would eventually turn Georgetown into a perennial NCAA
Tournament team.

He began his collegiate coaching career at Saint Louis
University where he served as an assistant coach during
the 2001-02 season. After a season coaching profession-
ally overseas, Evans returned to Saint Louis as assistant
coach during the 2003-04 and 2004-05 seasons. He
directed the Billikens' recruiting efforts during his time
with the team and worked with the post players.

A 1995 graduate of the University of Wisconsin-
Whitewater, Evans earned a degree in secondary

education while serving as a co-captain on the basketball
team for two seasons. He was a first team All-American
for the Warhawks following the 1994-95 campaign. Evans
garnered two-straight all-conference honors and led the
Warhawks to the NCAA tournament twice. For his efforts,
Evans was inducted into the Wisconsin-Whitewater Hall of
Fame in 2010.

Evans spent the 1991 season at the University of
Richmond before transferring to Wisconsin-Whitewater.
That year, the Spiders won the Colonial Athletic Associa-
tion Championship and went to the NCAA Tournament
where, as a No. 15 seed, defeated No. 2 seed Syracuse in
the First Round.

Evans had a professional career overseas, playing in
Norway and Taiwan. In 1998, he won his team’s Most
Valuable Player award in Norway and was named to the
All-Star Foreign Tour Team in 1996.

Evans, a 2012 member of the Beloit Historical Sports
Hall of Fame, is married to the former Tina Perkins and
has three children: Alexis, Matthew and Shylyn.

Sherill Baker begins her second season as assistant
women’s basketball coach at Auburn and her fourth
season overall on coach Terri Williams-Flournoys staff.
She was named assistant coach on Aug. 7, 2014.

She spent her first two seasons on The Plains as Direc-
tor of Basketball Services, where she was in charge of film
exchange and video operations, as well as other duties
assigned by the head coach.

In her first season as assistant coach, Baker was
primarily responsible for coaching the wings. For 2015-
16, she will have primary responsibility for coaching the
Tigers' point guards.

Baker spent four seasons in the WNBA after being
drafted twelfth overall in the 2006 WNBA Draft. She
signed on with the New York Liberty where she played 34
games during the 2006 season and three in 2007, before
being traded to the Los Angeles Sparks.

She also played one season in 2008 with the Indiana
Fever and spent time with the Detroit Shock in 2009
before ending her WNBA career.

Baker also played professionally overseas, having
most recently spent time during the 2011-12 season with
Hapoel Tel-Aviv in the Israeli League. Baker averaged a
team-high 24.4 points per game and 5.4 rebounds per
game in 20 games played.

Baker played five previous seasons with various over-
seas organizations in Israel, ltaly, France, Germany and
Cyprus during the WNBA off-season where she averaged
double figures in scoring each year.

A native of Stone Mountain, Ga., Baker attended
Greater Atlanta Christian School in Norcross and played
collegiately at the University of Georgia. Baker earned
her degree in speech communication from Georgia in
2006. The Gwinnett County native was selected to the
Gwinnett County Sports Hall of Fame on May 4, 2013.

During her career, Baker helped the Lady Bulldogs
to a 93-39 (.705) record, including four-straight NCAA
Tournament appearances. In those four tournament trips,
Baker helped Georgia to two Sweet 16 and an Elite Eight
appearance.

During her career at Georgia she started 122 of 131
games played and tallied 1,665 points (12.7 ppg), and
she sits at No. 10 on Georgia’s all-time scoring list. She
also holds the single-season and career Georgia records
for steals with 149 and 426, respectively.

For her work on the court, Baker was named All-
American, All-SEC First Team and National Defensive
Player of the Year in 2006. She was named an SEC

Legend at the 2014 SEC Women's Basketball Tournament.

Adrian Walters is in his fourth season as an assistant
coach at Auburn. He was hired on May 1, 2012, part of
head coach Terri Williams-Flournoy's first staff on The
Plains.

At Auburn, Walters focuses on player development,
post players and scheduling. In his first year with the
team, every Tiger on the roster saw stafistical improve-
ment from the year before. The most improvement was
seen by center Peyton Davis, who worked directly with
Walters.

Having scored just 40 points with 57 rebounds in her
first two years on the roster, Davis became a staple in the
post for the Tigers in the 2012-13 season, starting all 34
games while tallying 208 points and 167 rebounds.

In his first season on The Plains, he also helped guide
the Tigers to 19 wins, the most in four years, and an
appearance in the Women's NIT quarterfinals. Auburn set
a school record with 402 steals during the 2012-13 season
while forcing 701 turnovers, a mark that ranks second
all-time on The Plains.

Walters has mentored Tra'Cee Tanner into becoming
one of the top post players in the SEC. She was a 55.9%
shooter in 2014-15 and enters her senior season just 37
points shy of 1,000 for her career.

Prior to coming to Auburn, Walters spent the 2011-12
season at Georgetown with Williams-Flournoy. In his
lone season with the Hoyas, he helped the team to a
23-9 record and a run fo the second round of the NCAA
Tournament.

Prior to his stint at Georgetown, Walters' career had
mainly been in the men’s game. He spent three seasons,
from 2008-11, as associate head coach af El Camino Col-
lege in Torrance, Calif., heading up recruiting and player
development while coaching the post players.

Walters made the move to EI Camino after spending
a season as associate head coach at Hampton, coaching
the Pirates to an 18-12 record in his lone season. The
Hampton job was his return to coaching after working in
the financial industry for several years.

His first stint in coaching came right out of college as
an assistant coach at Gallaudet University in Washington,
D.C. He spent two seasons as an assistant coach before
taking over for a season as head coach. He made the
transition to Division | a year later as an assistant coach

at Towson, helping the team to a 17-13 record and an
East Coast Conference fitle.

From Towson, Walters made his want to Southern
California for four seasons from 1992-96. The Trojans
made the NIT in his first two years, including a run to
the quarterfinals in his first season. After his stop at
USC, Walters spent a season as assistant coach at Central
Conneticut State.

Walters graduated with a bachelor’s degree in social
work from Saint Francis University (Pa.) in 1987. He was
a four-year letterwinner for the Red Flash. He is also
working on his master’s of kinesiology from California
State-Dominguez Hills. A native of Washington, D.C,
Walters has two children, Adriana and Elias.

Dr. Jay Gogue
Auburn University President

Juy Gogue returned to his alma mater on July
16, 2007, as Auburn University's 18th president.
The Waycross, Ga., native earned bachelor's and
master's degrees from Auburn and a doctorate in
horticulture from Michigan State University.

During his tenure as president, the academic
strength of Auburn’s student population has in-
creased, a new research center has been established
in Huntsville, Ala., a common book program that generates a shared academic experience has
been instituted, and outreach partnerships with underserved schools in surrounding communi-
ties have been established. His leadership during a period of sharp reductions in state support
for the university budget has protected Auburn’s academic quality and prevented elimination
of academic programs.

Auburn is currently implementing a new five-year strategic plan developed at President
Gogue's direction in collaboration with faculty, staff, students, alumni and representatives from
business, industry and agriculture. The plan focuses on five priorities with an emphasis on
strengthening student success, supporting faculty excellence and enhancing research, scholar-
ship and creative work.

President Gogue was selected in 2013 for the Michigan State University Distinguished
Alumni Award. In 2012, he was inducted into the Alabama Academy of Honor, a group of 100
Alabamians “chosen for accomplishment or service greatly benefitting or reflecting great credit
on the State.”

The Secretary of the U.S. Department of Homeland Security appointed President Gogue in
2012 to a new Homeland Security Academic Advisory Council. He and other members advise
the Secretary and the Department’s leadership on student recruitment, research, campus and
community preparedness and other issues.

Before returning to Auburn, President Gogue served as president of New Mexico State
University beginning in 2000 and, in 2003, he was named president of the University of
Houston and chancellor of the University of Houston System.

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Jay Jacobs
Athletics Director

The Auburn Athletics Department has prospered
athletically, academically and financially under the
leadership of Director of Athletics Jay Jacobs.

Under Jacobs' leadership, Auburn Athletics has
made major strides benefitting Auburn student-
athletes, coaches and fans. The department has
focused on five strategic goals under his leadership:
Winning, graduating student-athletes, managing the
department’s fiscal affairs responsibly, complying with SEC and NCAA rules and providing a
positive gameday experience.

The Auburn Athletics Department has consistently ranked in the top 10 percent of the
NACDA Directors Cup and has claimed 11 national championships under Jacobs, including a
school-record four titles in 2005-06. In 2010, the football program claimed the BCS National
Championship, its first national title since 1957. The Auburn equestrian team also won its third
national title in 2013. Under Jacobs’ watch, Auburn has won 22 Southeastern Conference titles.

Academically, Auburn has earned seven public recognitions by the NCAA for scoring in the
90th-100th percentile nationally in the Academic Progress Rate (APR). In the most recent APR
data, 11 of Auburn’s teams posted a perfect single-year APR score.

Jacobs served as the Senior Associate Athletics Director for Tigers Unlimited prior to his ap-
pointment as Director of Athletics and has initiated several successful business ventures for the
Athletics Department, including a lucrative contract with Under Armour Performance Apparel
and a nine-year extension with multimedia rights holder IMG.

During Jacobs' tenure, Auburn has also moved forward with numerous facility projects de-
signed to benefit Tiger athletics programs and their fans, most notably, the construction of the
state-of-the-art Auburn Arena and basketball practice facility. The most recent major facilities
upgrade was a $16 million multipurpose 100-yard indoor practice facility.

Jacobs was named Auburn'’s 14th Director of Athletics on Dec. 22, 2004, after working in
almost every area of the Auburn Athletics Department for the previous 20 years.

Jacobs earned his undergraduate and master’s degrees in business administration from
Auburn in 1985 and 1988, respectively, and was a member of the Auburn football team, earn-
ing two letters as an offensive tackle in 1982 and 1983. He is a member of the Auburn chapter
of Phi Kappa Phi honorary.

He is married to the former Angie Sapp of Dublin, Ga. The couple has three daughters,
Haley, Meagan and Jayne. They are also foster parents.

- Junior Tra'Cee Tanner had her fourth career double-
double, and the Auburn women's basketball team used a huge run
around halftime to earn a season-opening 71-54 win over Troy on
Friday night at Auburn Arena.

The Tigers (1-0) kept up their trademark defensive pressure
throughout the game, forcing 29 turnovers while amassing 22 steals on
the night, falling just two swipes shy of a school record.

Tanner led the way both shooting and on the boards, scoring 16
points and pulling down 10 rebounds to earn her first double-double
since posting 14 points and 10 boards at Tennessee last season.

Tied at 66-66 with just over a minute to play, Hasina Muhammad
knocked down a jumper at the one-minute mark to give the Tigers
a 68-66 lead. At the other end, Katie Frerking stood tall and drew a
charge, setting up a Kiani Parker 15-footer to extend Auburn’s lead to
four.

But the Eagles answered with a 3-pointer from the corner to cut the
lead to one with 12 seconds left, then fouled immediately. Frerking hit
one of two free throws to put Auburn ahead by two, then Tra'Cee Tan-
ner drew another charge with 3.1 seconds to play. After another FGCU
foul, Khady Dieng hit one of two free throws to make it a three-point
game, and the Eagles’ desperation heave fell short.

Tanner had another big night offensively, leading the Tigers with
19 points on 7-of-11 shooting. She also tied for the team lead with six
rebounds and was a perfect 5-of-5 at the free-throw line. Three other
players scored in double figures, led by 11 points from Dieng and 10
apiece from Muhammad and Brandy Montgomery. Muhammad also
blocked three shots on the night.

- Auburn played tough defense and used a balanced
scoring attack to earn their third-straight win with a 64-41 victory over
Samford in women's basketball action Sunday afternoon at Auburn
Arena.

The Tigers (6-2) have now won 10 straight home games at Auburn
Arena, one shy of the arena record. Auburn is now 21-1 in non-
conference home games under coach Terri Williams-Flournoy.

It marked the fourth time this season for Auburn to force 25 or
more turnovers; the Tigers are 4-0 in those games. Auburn also forced
18 steals, the fourth time this season with 15 or more takeaways.

Senior Hasina Muhammad filled the stat sheet with a season-high
seven steals to go along with seven points, four rebounds and four
blocks. In one sequence in the second half, she blocked an opponent's
shot on three consecutive attempts.

Freshman Jazmine Jones led the Tigers with a career-high 12
points on 5-of-5 shooting. Sophomore Katie Frerking had 11 points
and a team-high seven rebounds, and junior Tra'Cee Tanner scored 10
points to finish in double-digits for the seventh time in eight games.

Auburn never trailed in the game, but allowed Samford to keep
things close through the first 12 minutes. But with the game tied 19-19
with 8:32 to play, the Tigers finished the first half on a 13-1 run to
take a 32-20 lead into the break.

Samford came out strong in the second half, cutting the deficit to
five points at 34-29, but Auburn would go on a 21-5 run over the next
six minutes fo extend their lead to 11 points. The Tiger lead would
not drop below double-digits again as Auburn’s depth and pressure
defense wore down the shorthanded Bulldogs, who only had eight
players play in the game.

The Tigers scored 27 points off Samford's 27 turnovers, and the
Auburn bench outscored Samford's reserves 29-2. Auburn got 40 of its
64 points in the paint.

AUBURN, Ala. - Auburn's women's basketball team got 38 points from
its bench and held off a late Savannah State rally to pick up a 62-56
victory Wednesday night at Auburn Arena, the Tigers' 11th-straight
home win.

The Tigers (7-2), who led by as much as 17 with less than seven
minutes fo play, saw that lead evaporate as Savannah State (4-4)
began converting Auburn turnovers into points. A 14-1 SSU run cut the
lead to as few as two points with 2:12 to play, but Auburn made five of
six free throws down the stretch to preserve the victory and the home
winning streak.

With their 11th straight home victory - final four games of last
season, plus seven straight to open this year - the Tigers have matched
the Auburn Arena record for consecutive home wins. Auburn won 11
straight over the final two games of 2011-12 and the first nine home
confests in 2012-13.

Auburn turned the ball over 22 times on the night, second-most
this season, while forcing Savannah State info 21 turnovers. It was
just the second time this year that Auburn had more turnovers than its
opponent.

Hasina Muhammad led Auburn in scoring for the first time this
season, netting a season-best 14 points on 6-of-9 shooting. The senior
also tied for the team lead with six rebounds while picking up four
assists, two blocks and a steal. Muhammad has had at least one block
in eight of nine games this season.

Katie Frerking started out 3-of-3 from the field, including a pair of
3-pointers, and finished with 10 points, six rebounds and four steals.

Auburn led 31-19 at halftime, shooting 52 percent from the field
in the opening half while holding Savannah State below 30 percent.
For the game, the Tigers' bench outscored Savannah State’s reserves
38-7, but SSU controlled points in the paint (34-26) and scored more
off turnovers, in second-chance situations and on fast breaks than did
Auburn.

NEW YORK - Junior Tra'Cee Tanner had her second double-double of
the season, but the Auburn women's basketball team's rally from a big
early deficit came up short in a 56-49 loss at 25th-ranked St. John's
on Saturday.

The Tigers (7-3) trailed by as much as 17 late in the first half but
put together a second-half rally that saw them get within three points
on two occasions. However, Auburn could not quite get over the hump
despite putting major pressure on the Red Storm (10-0) throughout
the second half.

Tanner led Auburn with 12 points and 10 rebounds, including seven
boards on the offensive end. It was her second double-double of the
year to go along with 16 points and 10 rebounds in the season-opener
against Troy. Sophomore Khady Dieng matched Tanner's scoring
output with 12 points of her own on 5-0f-8 shooting.

Kiani Parker had a strong day at the point guard position, scoring
eight points along with five assists. She was key in the second-half
defensive effort, recording three steals and putting constant pressure
on the ball in the backcourt.

Twice in the second half, Auburn cut the deficit to as little as three
points. Auburn came out of the gate strong and cut the lead to 40-37
with 13:04 to play. After St. John's moved back ahead by 10 points
|ate in the half, the Tigers ramped up the pressure and forced several
turnovers to cut the lead to three points again at 52-49 with just over
a minute to play. However, St. John's Aliyyah Handford hit a clutch
baseline jumper with 50 seconds to play to make it a five-point game,
and then two late free throws sealed the deal for the Red Storm.

The Tigers hit their first three shots and opened the game with a
6-0 lead, but the Red Storm would go on a 23-4 run from that point to
take a 23-10 lead. After making their first three attempts, the Tigers
would only connect on two of their next 16 shots. Despite trailing by as
many as 17, Auburn would cut the deficit to 10 at the half at 32-22.

Auburn forced 13 St. John's turnovers on the day - the fewest of
the season by a Tiger opponent - but 10 of those came in the second
half. The Tigers out-rebounded the Red Storm 35-27, including a 16-9
advantage on the offensive glass.

14 points and was named o the all-tournament team for her effort
throughout the weekend. Senior Kiani Parker contributed a career-
high 11 points and five rebounds in the winning effort.

Auburn led by 20 with 10:22 to play after a three-point play by
Hasina Muhammad gave the Tigers a 47-27 lead. From that point,
however, SMU (4-7) tightened down on defense and forced the Tigers
into six turnovers the rest of the way and held Auburn fo just one field
goal for the remainder of the game.

SMU got as close as eight points at 51-43 with just over two
minutes to play as foul trouble plagued both teams late in the game
- both teams’ leading scorers would foul out in the final five minutes.
But with Auburn in the double bonus and SMU in a fouling situation,
Parker converted 5-0f-9 free throws in the final minute to increase the
margin back to double-digits and seal the Tigers' eighth victory.

The Tigers sprinted to a huge early lead, holding SMU to just three
field goals in the first 14 minutes of the game as Auburn built a 27-7
lead af the 7:43 mark. A 9-0 run pulled the Mustangs within 11 at
27-16, but Auburn finished the half on an 8-2 run to take a 35-18 lead
into the break. The 18 SMU points were the fewest allowed by Auburn
this season.

Auburn outscored SMU in the paint 28-14, but foul trouble on the
Tigers' bigs kept Auburn from pushing the ball inside in the second
half.

Sophomore
Khady Dieng and freshman Neydja Petithomme posted 10 points each;
Petithomme also had a career-high eight assists and Dieng had four
assists and three steals.

It marked the first time for Auburn to have five players in double
figures since a win over Old Dominion in last season’s WNIT.

MIAMI - Auburn fought back from a nine-point halftime deficit but
came up just short in a 44-42 loss to Hampton in the championship
game of the FIU Fun & Sun Classic Tuesday afternoon at FIU Arena.

The Tigers (9-4) struggled to score in the first half but were able
to create turnovers in the second half, keeping things close to the final
horn. Auburn found itself down by 10 points in the latter stages of
the game but fought back o a two-point margin. However, Auburn’s
inconsistency at the free-throw line - 9-for-17 in the game - proved to
be a major difference in the two-point loss.

Brandy Montgomery and Katie Frerking were named to the all-
tournament team. Montgomery scored eight points and pulled down
six rebounds to go along with her 20-point, five-steal performance
against FIU Monday. Frerking had a career-high 10 rebounds in
Tuesday’s game along with seven points; she scored 12 in the FIU win
Monday.

Despite foul trouble that kept her on the bench most of the first
half, Tra'Cee Tanner led Auburn with 13 points on 5-of-8 shooting.
Junior Cabriana Capers came off the bench and put together one of
her best games in an Auburn uniform, tying a career-high with eight
points and pulling down seven rebounds in 14 minutes of action.

The Tigers turned up the defensive pressure in the second half,
forcing Hampton (5-8) into four 10-second violations, and a 10-0 run
to start the half gave Auburn a 22-21 lead. The Lady Pirates would
move back ahead by as many as 10 points at 39-29 with just over eight
minutes to play, but the Tigers kept chipping away. A Capers layup
with just over three minutes to play made it a three-point game, and
a Frerking free throw cut it fo two. However, the Tigers could not take
advantage of their last four possessions with a chance o tie or take the
lead, missing their final six shots of the game.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - Auburn's women's basketball team put a second-half
scare info No. 1 South Carolina, but the Gamecocks pulled away late
for a 77-58 win in front of 16,465 fans at Colonial Life Arena.

Senior Hasina Muhammad led the Tigers (9-5, 0-1 SEC) with a
season-high 26 points, shooting 8-of-18 from the field and draining all
10 of her free-throw attempts. Muhammad also had three blocks and
three steals on the night. Neydja Petithomme added 10 points, and
Brandy Montgomery pulled down a team-best seven rebounds.

After trailing by 17 at halftime, Auburn came out of the break on
fire. The Tigers shot better than 60 percent over the first eight minutes
of the second half and went on a 16-4 run to cut the South Carolina
lead to single digits at 48-40. From there, however, the Gamecocks
went on a 19-4 run and found several ways to get to the free throw
ling, pushing the lead to more than 20 points.

The Tigers were only outscored by two points in the second half,
mostly thanks to increased defensive intensity. Auburn forced South
Carolina into 18 turnovers with 10 of those coming in the second half.

Carolina scored the first seven points of the game as Auburn
struggled to find any open looks early. The much taller Gamecocks had
five blocks on Auburn’s first nine shot attempts and forced the Tigers
into nine first-half turnovers. Auburn found some offense toward the
end of the half, but South Carolina led 34-17 at the break.

Auburn shot 33.9 percent from the field for the game but showed
dramatic improvement at the free-throw line, knocking down 12-of-14
attempts (85.7%). South Carolina shot 48.4 percent and had five
players in double figures. Auburn had 11 steals to Carolina’s eight,
and both teams finished with six blocked shots.

Nija Wilson (12 points, 10 rebounds) and Alaina Coates (11 points,
14 rebounds) had double-doubles to lead South Carolina. Aleigha
Welch also had 12 points on 6-of-6 shoofing.

The South Carolina crowd of 16,465 was the largest crowd to ever
witness a regular-season Auburn women's basketball game. The only
two larger crowds to see an Auburn game came at the 1990 Women's
Final Four in Knoxville.

AUBURN, Ala. - Auburn’s women's basketball team could not over-
come 20 turnovers and a cold-shooting second half in a 63-50 loss to
Florida at Auburn Arena on Sunday afternoon.

The Tigers (9-6, 0-2 SEC) fell at home for the first time this season,
snapping an 11-game winning streak at Auburn Arena. The teams
combined for 47 turnovers on the day; Auburn forced the Gators into
27 giveaways but only converted those into 17 points.

After heading into halftime tied 29-29, Florida came out hot and
Auburn went cold in the second half. The Gators (9-6, 1-1 SEC) hit
13-0f-22 shots (59.1%) in the second half while Auburn was just 9-of-
32 (28.1%) from the field. Trailing 44-41 with just over 11 minutes
to play, Auburn would score just two points over the next six minutes
as Florida built a 15-point lead with five minutes to play. The Tigers
would get no closer than 11 the rest of the way.

Auburn shot 33.3 percent for the game while Florida was at 45.1
percent. The Tigers hit just one 3-pointer in 11 attempts while Florida
was 8-of-20 from beyond the arc.

Junior forward Tra'Cee Tanner posted her third double-double of
the season with 12 points and 10 rebounds. Tanner was also 6-for-8 at
the free-throw line, matching a season-best. Senior Hasina Muham-
mad led all scorers with 13 points and pulled down four rebounds
along with four blocks, two assists and two steals.

LEXINGTON, Ky. - Junior Tra'Cee Tanner scored 23 points, but Auburn
fell short on the road at No. 10 Kentucky, dropping a 78-57 decision at
Memorial Coliseum on Thursday night.

The Tigers (97, 0-3) committed a season-high 25 turnovers while
forcing Kentucky (14-2, 3-0) into just 12 giveaways, a season-low for
an Auburn opponent. Consequently, the Wildcats scored 23 points off
turnovers while Auburn had just six.

On multiple occasions in the second half, Auburn cut Kentucky's
lead to single digits, getting as close as eight points at 56-48 with just
over eight minutes to play. From that point, however, the Tigers con-
nected on just two field goal attemps while committing seven turnovers
and missing seven of their final nine shots.

Kentucky led 37-25 at halftime. It was a nine-point game as the
final second were ticking down, but UK's Makayla Epps connected on a
3-pointer from the corner just before the horn sounded.

Tanner's 23 points marked her second-best output of the season,
behind only her 31-point effort against Grambling on Nov. 17. She
also had six rebounds and three blocks. Senior Hasina Muhammad
scored 12 points along with six rebounds, five blocks and three assists.
Muhammad's five blocks tied a career-high.

A 15-foot jumper by Muhammad gave Auburn a 47-46 lead with
just under four minutes to play, but Georgia's Tiaria Griffin answered
with a 3-pointer and then another fo put the Lady Bulldogs ahead
by five.

The Tigers (9-9, 0-5 SEC) will have a much-needed Sunday off in
SEC play before traveling to Alabama next Thursday night. Auburn has
faced four top-20 teams - including three in the top 10 - in their first
five SEC games.

Auburn shot 32.2 percent from the field in the game (19-0f-59)
while Tennessee (15-2, 5-0 SEC) connected on 22-of-52 attempts for
42.3 percent.

Senior Hasina Muham-
mad, and sophomores Brandy Montgomery and Frerking had eight
points each; Muhammad added a team-best nine rebounds.

Tennessee was out-rebounded for just the fourth time this season
as Auburn pulled down 39 boards to the Lady Vols' 33. Of those, 18 of
Auburn’s rebounds were on the offensive glass; however, the Tigers
converted those into just 11 points.

TUSCALOOSA, Ala. - Auburn fought back from a big early deficit and
had a two-point lead late, but Alabama came back and held on for a
51-50 win in a wild game Thursday night at Foster Auditorium.

The Tigers turned the ball over a season-high 29 times in the
game, but had a chance to win in the final seconds. A pair of missed
Alabama free throws led to an Auburn rebound, and the Tigers called
timeout with 12.5 seconds left and trailing by one. However, the Tigers
could not get a decent look, and Brandy Montgomery's shot at the
buzzer was blocked to give Alabama the win.

Sophomore Katie Frerking scored a career-high 15 points and
pulled down eight rebounds to lead the Auburn effort alongside
Montgomery, who had 16 points. Tra'Cee Tanner added nine points
and a game-high 10 rebounds.

Auburn fought back to take a 47-45 lead on a Frerking 3-pointer
with 3:43 to play. But a Montgomery 3-pointer in the final minute
would be the only points Auburn would score the rest of the way.
Meanwhile, Alabama found its way to the free-throw line six times in
the final three minutes, hitfing three of their attempts. Alabama was
14-0f-22 at the line while Auburn connected on 10-of-14 attempts.

Auburn controlled the major statistical categories in the game, save
for turnovers. The Tigers shot 38 percent to Alabama's 30.2 and had
39 turnovers to Alabama's 33. But the Tigers' 29 turnovers (Alabama
had 20) and the 31 points Alabama scored off those turnovers were too
much to overcome.

At the 1:17 mark of the first half, a fight broke out that resulted in
three players - Auburn’s Hasina Muhammad and Alabama's Breanna
Hayden and Meoshonti Knight - being ejected from the game.

Auburn then scored the final nine points of the half to cut the
Alabama lead to 30-24 at the break. Seven of those points came in
the final 18 seconds - a Montgomery layup-and-one with 18.9 to play,
a steal and two free throws by Khady Dieng with 10.7 left, and a steal
and score by Montgomery right at the buzzer.

FAYETTEVILLE, Ark. -- Auburn fought back from a 16-point halftime
deficit to get as close as two points, but the Tigers could not complefe
the comeback, falling at Arkansas 52-47 Thursday night at Bud Walton
Arena.

The shorthanded Tigers outscored Arkansas by 11 points in the sec-
ond half and on two occasions cut the deficit to as little as two points.
However, several turnovers in the final five minutes derailed Auburn’s
comeback hopes, and Arkansas free throws in the final minute sealed
the result.

Despite playing with foul trouble most of the night, junior Tra'Cee
Tanner led Auburn with 12 points, and sophomore Katie Frerking
added 10. Sophomore Khady Dieng, playing as the backup point guard
for the first time this season, was effective in her role with seven points
and a career-high eight rebounds.

For the third straight game, Auburn out-shot its opponent from the
floor. The Tigers posted a 39.1-percent field goal clip while Arkansas
shot 35.4 percent. The Tigers also out-rebounded the Razorbacks (33-
28) and outscored Arkansas in the paint 30-18.

Despite neither team shooting well throughout most of the first
half, Arkansas closed the half on an 11-0 run to take a 31-15 lead at
the break. But the Razorbacks made just one of their first 15 field goal
attempts in the second half, allowing the Tigers to cut into the margin.
Auburn forced three straight Arkansas turnovers, turning those into
transition baskets and cutting the lead to 41-39 with 3:59 to play. But
the Tigers would turn the ball over in some fashion on seven of their
next nine offensive possessions.

Auburn, playing without seniors Hasina Muhammad (suspension)
and Kiani Parker (injury), started a lineup with three freshmen for
the first time in nine years as Neydja Petithomme, Jazmine Jones and
Jessica Jones got the start.

For the fourth time in five games, Auburn out-shot its opponent
from the floor (39.0 percent o 37.9 percent), but 24 turnovers were foo
much for Auburn to overcome.

Montgomery's 23 points came mostly courtesy of six 3-point-
ers, which matched a career-high that she set earlier this seasno at
Virginia. She was 8-of-14 from the floor, playing a season-high 35
minutes, and was Auburn’s only player in double figures. Katie Frerk-
ing had eight points and a game-high nine rebounds.

After LSU took a 25-18 lead into halftime, the Lady Tigers
extended that fo as many as 15 points at 38-23 with 14:27 to play. But
Montgomery had a 9-0 run by herself, knocking down three consecu-
tive 3-point fries over the next 2:30 to cut the LSU lead to six points at
38-32.

LSU would again move ahead by 11 points at 44-33 with 9:57 to
play. But once again, Auburn would answer with an 8-0 run, sparked
by another Montgomery 3-pointer, a Montgomery layup after a Khady
Dieng steal, and a Dieng trey to cut the LSU lead fo three at 44-41.
From there, though, Auburn would be unable to get any closer. It was
50-46 with just over four minutes to play, but LSU ended the game on
a10-3 run.

LSU scored 28 points off Auburn’s 24 turnovers and also took ad-
vantage of 16 offensive rebounds, turning those info 13 second-chance
points. Danielle Ballard led LSU with 13 points and also recorded
seven rebounds and six steals. LSU was a perfect 14-of-14 at the free-
throw line.

COLUMBIA, Mo. - Auburn junior Tra'Cee Tanner recorded her fifth
double-double of the season, but Missouri came from behind for a
59-49 win Sunday afternoon at Mizzou Arena.

Auburn led by as many as eight points early in the second half, but
went cold over the final 11 minutes as Mizzou heated up from the floor
and the free-throw line. Mizzou was 14-of-20 at the line in the game
while Auburn hit just seven of 17 free-throw attempts.

Tanner finished with 15 points and 10 rebounds for her fifth
double-double of the season, third in SEC play and second in the last
three games. Brandy Montgomery added 10 points for Auburn, and
Neydia Petithomme had a career-high nine rebounds.

Auburn had a season-low nine turnovers, but shot just 30.2 percent
from the floor (19 percent from 3-point range). Meanwhile, Missouri
was 38 percent from the field for the game, including a 45.8-percent
dip in the second half.

Katie Frerking hit a layup with 11:29 to play to give Auburn a 42-
40 lead. But from that point forward, Auburn scored seven points and
connected on just two of 14 field goal tries over the final 11 minutes.
Missouri took advantage, hitting nine of its first 13 shots of the half
and shooting 12-for-15 at the free-throw line.

Auburn jumped out o a quick 8-2 lead and maintained it for much
of the first half, mostly thanks to Mizzou turnovers. Auburn was able to
limit its own turnovers early, turning the ball over just twice in the first
12 minutes of the game and just four times in the first half, a season-
best. It was 26-23 Auburn at the half.

ATHENS, Ga. - Sophomore Brandy Montgomery scored 21 points, and
Auburn used a suffocating defense to pick up its first SEC win with a
44-26 victory over Georgia at Stegeman Coliseum Sunday afternoon.

The Tigers (10-17, 1-13 SEC) snapped a 14-game skid with the win
and extended Georgia's losing streak to seven games. Auburn forced
Georgia (17-10, 5-9) info 27 turnovers, the seventh time this season
the Tigers have forced 25 or more in a game.

Montgomery led all scorers with a 21-point effort, her fourth game
this season with 20 or more points. She did so on 10-o0f-18 shooting
with the majority of her points coming on layups. Frerking had seven
points and pulled down a team-best nine rebounds, one shy of her
career-high. She also filled the stat sheet with three steals, three assists
and two blocks. Petithomme had six assists, five rebounds and four
points.

Auburn’s defense, though, was the story of the game. The Tigers
forced Georgia into more turnovers (27) than the Lady Bulldogs had
points (26). It was the lowest-scoring output by an Auburn opponent
since holding Western Carolina to 23 points in the 2006-07 season-
opener, and it marked the fewest points ever scored against Auburn in
an SEC game.

The Tigers shot 39.2 percent for the game and held the short-
handed Lady Bulldogs to 24.4 percent from the floor, including 17.4
percent in the second half. Georgia won the rebounding battle 35-31,
which kept the Lady Bulldogs in the game until late.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. -- Freshman Jazmine Jones scored a career-high
21 points to lead four Auburn players in double-figures as the Tigers
won their second-straight game with a 70-58 victory at Vanderbilt
Thursday night.

The Tigers have now won for the second-straight time in Vander-
bilt's Memorial Gym after having suffered 21 straight losses at the
hands of the Commodores until last year's contest in Nashville. It also
marked Auburn’s highest-scoring output in SEC play this year.

Jones' 21 points on 10-of-11 shooting easily surpassed her previous
high of 12, and her nine rebounds nearly doubled her previous-best
mark of four. She also had three steals to tie for the team lead.

Brandy Montgomery added 16 points, and Katie Frerking scored 13
points with seven rebounds. Tra'Cee Tanner had 10 points as well.

Auburn was able to convert Vanderbilt turnovers - 21 of them - into
26 points, the highest points off turnovers total in SEC play this year.
The Tigers also took care of the ball, committing just 11 turnovers and
only two in the second half.

Vanderbilt hung around for most of the second half, getting as
close as one point at the 14:45 mark at 39-38. But from the 9:53
mark, when Auburn led 48-45, the Tigers held Vandy to just three
points over the next six minutes, building a 10-point lead.

The Commodores cut the lead to five on back-to-back 3-pointers
with just over 2:00 to play, but a jumper from Neydja Petithomme was
a dagger to give the Tigers a 64-56 lead with 1:43 left. Frerking made
four free throws down the stretch to ice it.

Auburn’s defense asserted itself in the early-going, forcing a shot-
clock violation and a 10-second violation in Vanderbilt's first three
possessions, taking an early 4-0 lead. But Vanderbilt would get hot,
hitting its next seven shots to eventually take an 11-point lead at 20-9.

From that point, though, Auburn finished the half on a 21-6 run,
including a 14-2 run over the final four minutes, to lead 30-26 at half-
time. Jazmine Jones took over in the final 90 seconds, scoring the last
six points of the half while picking up a pair of steals in the process. In
all, she had 10 points in the first half, all coming in the last 4:08 of the
period.

AUBURN, Ala. -- Sophomore Brandy Montgomery scored a career-high
30 points to lead Auburn to an 80-73 victory over Alabama on Sunday
at Auburn Arena.

The Tigers (12-17, 3-13 SEC) concluded the regular season with
their third-straight win and earned the No. 13 seed in this week's
SEC Tournament in North Little Rock, Arkansas. Auburn will face
12th-seeded Florida in the fournament's opening game at 6 p.m. (T
Wednesday, which will be televised on SEC Network.

Montgomery’s 30 points surpassed a 24-point effort at Virginia
earlier in the season for a career-best, and marked the sixth time this
season for the sophomore to top the 20-point mark. She was 12-of-17
from the field, induding a 5-for-7 day from 3-point range. She also
finished with five rebounds and a steal.

Four Tigers scored in double-figures. Freshman Neydja Pe-
tithomme finished with 12 points, and sophomore Katie Frerking and
freshman Jazmine Jones had 10 apiece. Frerking filled the stat sheet
with a team-high eight assists, four rebounds and two blocks. Tra'Cee
Tanner had a team-high seven rebounds.

Auburn’s pressure defense forced Alabama into 24 turnovers,
including 16 in the first half. The Tigers capitalized, scoring 30 points
off those turnovers, which marked a team-best in SEC play and the
most since scoring 34 off turnovers at Florida Infernational on Dec. 29.

Auburn out-rebounded Alabama 34-31 and shot 48.3 percent from
the field. The Tigers had 15 steals in the game, improving to 6-0 this
year when posting 15 or more swipes.

The Tigers led by as many as 21 points in the contest, but a late
Alabama run coupled with copious fouls on both ends allowed the Tide
to pull back within single digits at the end. But the final margin of
seven points was as close as Alabama ever got in the second half after
Auburn led 38-29 at halftime.

A crowd of 3,721 was on hand for Sunday’s game, marking the
largest crowd of the season at home and the fourth-largest women's
crowd in arena history. The win was Auburn’s 50th at Auburn Arena,
now in its fifth season.

NORTH LITTLE ROCK, Ark. -- Brandy Montgomery and Tra'Cee Tanner
combined for 41 points to lead Auburn to a 71-49 win over Florida in
the first game of the 2015 SEC Tournament at Verizon Arena.

The Tigers (13-17), seeded 13th in the fournament, won their
fourth straight game and advanced to the second round where they
will face Texas A&M at 2:30 p.m. Thursday. It was the largest margin
of victory for Auburn in an SEC Tournament game since a 73-51 win
over Arkansas in the 2008 tournament, and it marks Auburn's longest
winning streak against SEC opponents since the 2009 season.

Montgomery scored 22 points, giving her 52 over her last two
games and marking her seventh time this year to top the 20-point
plateau. She did so on 7-of-15 shooting - she hit her first three 3-point
attempts of the night - and was a perfect 5-for-5 at the free-throw line.

Tanner finished with 19 points and a team-high eight rebounds as
she was 7-0f-11 from the field. Like Montgomery, Tanner hit all five of
her free-throw attempts and also had a team-high three steals.

Sophomore Katie Frerking had seven points and five rebounds
and tied Khady Dieng for the team lead in assists with five. Freshman
Neydja Petithomme scored eight points, and twin freshmen Jazmine
and Jessica Jones had six points apiece.

Auburn shot 46.3 percent from the field and held Florida to 31.7
percent. The Tigers dominated the boards all night, out-rebounding
Florida 43-34. It was Auburn’s second-largest rebounding margin
against an SEC opponent this season. The Tigers were also 73.9
percent at the free-throw line, hitting 17-0f-23.

The Tigers never trailed, opening up a 13-2 lead in the first five
minutes with Montgomery scoring the first five points of the game.
The Gators would get no closer than six points the rest of the way as
Auburn limited Florida's opportunities, out-rebounding them 24-14
in the first half and holding the Gators to just four offensive boards.
Auburn led 32-18 at halftime.

NORTH LITTLE ROCK, Ark.. - Three Tigers scored in double figures,
but Auburn's women’s baskethall season came to an end Thursday
with a 57-47 loss to No. 18 Texas A&M in the SEC Tournament second
round.

Auburn (13-18) saw a four-game winning streak snapped, but not
without a fight. The Tigers trailed by just four at the half, thanks to an
8-0 run over the last three minutes of the first period. But the Aggies
(23-8) pulled away in the second half and played tough defense to
prevent an Auburn comeback.

Sophomore Katie Frerking led Auburn with her first career
double-double, scoring 13 points and matching a career-high with 10
rebounds. Junior Tra'Cee Tanner tied for the game-high with 14 points
and just missed her sixth double-double of the season as she had nine
rebounds. Sophomore Brandy Montgomery contributed 13 points to
the effort.

Auburn shot 36.7 percent from the field (22-of-60) but struggled
from outside, connecting on just 1-of-13 3-point tries. The Tigers
continued to work the ball inside with 36 of Auburn’s 47 points coming
in the paint. Auburn struggled to get to the line, though, attempting
just six free throws in the game. The Aggies, meanwhile, were 9-of-15
at the line and shot 42.1 percent (24-of-57) from the field.

The Aggies, taller at almost every position, only had four more
rebounds than the Tigers (39-35), and the teams were even with
eight second-chance points each. Auburn forced Texas A&M into 16
turnovers, converting those into 12 points.

Auburn got as close as three points early in the second half after
a Frerking 3-pointer and a Tanner layup cut the lead to 30-27. From
that point, though, Texas A&M would go on a 12-2 run over the next
four minutes to take a 13-point lead at 42-29. A Frerking jumper with
1:48 to play got it back to a nine-point game, but the Tigers could get
no closer.

Montgomery finished the season as Auburn’s leading scorer with
380 points (12.3/game). Tanner pulled down 190 rebounds to lead the
team with 6.1 per game, and freshman Neydja Petithomme was the
team’s assist leader with 98 (3.2/game).

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Beard-Eaves Memorial Coliseum

Auburn’s Beard-Eaves-Memorial Coliseum completed its 42nd and final year of service to the University in 2010. Within the friendly
confines of Beard-Eaves-Memorial Coliseum, Auburn boasted a phenomenal 349-72 (.829) record over the past 30 seasons. Recently,
during the 2008-09 season, the Tigers not only went undefeated at home with a 12-0 record, but also brought in a record-setting crowd
of 12,067 for the team'’s 82-68 win over Tennessee on Jan. 25, 2009.

Named in memory of Auburn alumni “who made the supreme sacrifice for their country in its four wars of this century,” Memorial
Coliseum was officially dedicated at halftime of the Auburn-Vanderbilt game on February 22, 1969. The first game in Coliseum history,
however, came earlier on January 11, 1969, when LSU and fabled Pete Maravich visited Auburn. The Tigers downed LSU 90-71 before
12,468 fans.

The facility was renamed Joel H. Eaves Memorial Coliseum in September of 1987 in recognition of Coach Eaves' lasting contribu-
tions fo Auburn men's baskethall.

It became known by its present name, Beard-Eaves Memorial Coliseum, in 1993. Jeff Beard was Auburn’s athletic director from
1951-1972 and was one of the greatest ever at the University. The women's basketball team moved into the Coliseum with the onset
of their program in 1971-72. In 1991, led by former head coach Joe Ciampi, the Tigers made their mark on the national record book
when they defeated Alabama 77-48. The win marked Auburn’s 63rd-straight win in the Coliseum and eclipsed the previous home-court
record of 62 set by Louisiana Tech from 1982-86. Auburn’s string extended to 68 games, from 1986-1991, and until broken by Tennes-

see in 1996, ranked as the longest home court winning streak in NCAA history.

Auvburn Arena

The Auburn men’s and women's basketball teams began their first season in the new Auburn Arena in the 2010-11
season. Built at a cost of $86 million, Auburn Arena seats 9,121 fans for basketball games, bringing Tiger fans closer to the
action.

Built with the fan in mind, the furthest seat from the floor in Auburn Arena is 43 feet away while two-thirds of the seats
in the facility are less than 27 feet in elevation from couriside. The Arena also features a team store, six concession stands,
three elevators, 94 HD televisions, and family restrooms and customer service kiosks on all seating levels. Auburn students
will have their own entrance, lobby and concessions area at the Arena, and will take up 1,500 floor-level seats. For special
events, 12,000 square feet of banquet space, including tailgate and super suites, is available.

For the teams, Auburn Arena offers an office suite for the coaches, new locker rooms and a 13,970-square foot practice
facility and weight room.

Also featured in the Arena is the Jonathan B. Lovelace Museum & Hall of Honor, located on the concourse af the main
entrance. Fans who visit the Lovelace Hall of Honor at Auburn Arena will take an interactive walk through Auburn Athletics
history.

The ground-breaking ceremony for the Auburn Arena was held on Aug. 30, 2008 with work actually beginning in July,
2008. The Tiger basketball teams moved into the facility in August, 2010 and a ribbon-cutting ceremony was held on Oct.
15, 2010. The Arena Grand Opening was held the night of Oct. 15 with the Auburn men'’s and women’s basketball teams
joining the Harlem Globetrotters in christening the facility.

Play officially began in the Arena with the Auburn women taking a 79-61 win over Mercer on Nov. 12, 2010. The Tiger
men followed with a 70-69 overtime loss to UNC-Asheville. Auburn’s men won their first game in the facility on Nov. 21 in
a 68-66 win over Middle Tennessee State. Auburn’s volleyball and gymnastics teams also compete in the Arena.

Auburn posted an 8-7 (4-4 SEC) record in its new facility during the inaugural season. The Tigers also averaged 3,006
fans per game with a season high of 7,536 against Tennessee on Jan. 23, 2011.

SEC By The Numbers

© The SEC has posted impressive non-conference records in the last decade. The
SEC compiled a 159-49 (.764) non-conference record during the 2014-15 season.
* Since the 1990 season, the SEC has compiled a 3630-1078 (.771) record
against other conferences. The league has recorded 150+ wins during 11 sea-
sons and has never recorded a non-conference winning percentage below .723.

* SEC teams have earned appearances in 26 of 34 NCAA Final Fours, an
accomplishment unmatched by any other league. The next closest is the Big East
with 22 and the ACC with 18.

e Overall, SEC squads have filled 35 of the 136 Final Four berths, including
having two Final Four teams in 1988 (Auburn, Tennessee), 1989 (Auburn, Ten-
nessee), 1995 (Georgia, Tennessee), 1996 (Georgia, Tennessee), 1998 (Arkansas,
Tennessee), 2004 (LSU, Tennessee), 2005 (LSU, Tennessee), 2007 (LSU, Tennes-
see) and 2008 (LSU, Tennessee).

* SEC teams have made 18 appearances in a nation-high 16 NCAA Champion-
ship games, winning eight NCAA Championships (Tennessee: 1987, 1989, 1991,
1996, 1997, 1998, 2007 and 2008).

© The league also had the distinction of providing both national finalists twice

in its history in 1996 (Tennessee 83, Georgia 65) and in 1989 (Tennessee 76,
Auburn 60).

o SEC teams have won 383 NCAA Tournament games against 202 losses (.655)
for an average of 11.2 NCAA wins per year.

* In addition, all 14 current members have appeared in the NCAA Tournament.
© The SEC has led or shared the lead in NCAA tournament bids 23 fimes in its
34-year history.

© Until 2004, the SEC was the only conference to ever have eight feams receive
NCAA bids. The league has achieved this feat four times, in 1999, 2002, 2012
and 2014.

© The SEC was also the first league to ever have seven teams invited to the NCAA
Tournament and earned this honor a leading nine times (1986, 1991, 1995,
1996, 1997, 2003, 2004, 2009, 2013 & 2014).

e The SECis one of a handful of leagues to have won three national tournament
titles with eight NCAA, two WNIT and four NWIT. Along with the eight NCAA
championships won by Tennessee, Arkansas (1999) and Auburn (2003) captured
the current Women's NIT titles. But the first-ever SEC national title belongs to
Georgia, winners of the 1981 NWIT which predates the current NCAA tourna-
ment. LSU (1985) and Kentucky (1990) also won NWIT titles. Arkansas (1987),
South Carolina (1979) and Texas A&M (1995) won the WNIT as members of their
previous conferences, and Texas A&M (2011) won the NCAA title prior fo joining
the SEC.

* |n 2003, Auburn won the WNIT title with wins over South Alabama, Florida
State, Richmond, Creighton and Baylor. In 1999, the Arkansas Lady Razorbacks
defeated Wisconsin 76-64 to claim the SEC's first WNIT championship.

* In 1981, Georgia defeated Pittshurgh, California and Arizona State (in OT) to
capture the NWIT Championship, the firstever national championship of any kind
for the SEC in women's baskethall.

© The SEC has had 62 student-athletes named as a First-Team All-America selec-
tion. Those 62 have been named a total of 89 times since the 1982-83 season
(first year of SEC sponsorship).

* All-Americans were first named in women's basketball in 1975. Since that
time, league schools have had 70 players named first-team a total of 114 times.

o QOver the past 34 years, 38 Final Four All-Tournament Team members have
come from SEC schools.

* In 1996, the entire all-tournament team was made up of SEC players.

* Nine NCAA Post-Graduate Scholarship winners and 30 Academic All-Americans
hail from the SEC.

* In terms of rankings, the SEC has the richest history of any conference in the
nation, boasting more poll appearances than any other.

* Since the 1982 season, SEC teams have been ranked 595 consecutive weeks in
the AP Poll.

* Since 1982, league teams have been ranked 3,056 times, including 1,614 Top
10 appearances and 797 Top 5 appearances.

* Overall, the league teams have been ranked 689 consecutive weeks, with
teams ranked a total of 3,331 times. The SEC has 1,628 Top 10 appearances and
799 Top Five appearances overall.

* SEC teams can also boast of 148 No. 1 rankings in the AP Poll.

* The league has had the top three teams in the AP Poll twice. In week three in
2005 and in week eight in 1989.

* A nation-leading eight SEC teams were ranked at one point in the AP and
CNN/USA Today Top 25 polls during the 1995-96 season. The league mirrored
that feat during the 1996-97 season.
