SEC Teams vs. Non-Conference In 2022

¢ Ole Miss won the first NCAA fitle in program history, becoming the seventh different
SEC team to win a national championship. It was the SEC's third consecutive NCAA fitle
- won by three different schools - and 14th overall.

* An SEC team reached the finals of the College World Series for the 13th time in the
last 14 tournaments. Ole Miss became the eighth different SEC program to play for a
national championship during that span.

* Thirteen of the 15 games in the 2022 College World Series involved af least one SEC
feam.

* The SEC led all conferences with four teams (Arkansas, Auburn, Ole Miss, Texas
A&M) in the 2022 College World Series. This was the third time since 2015 that the
SEC comprised half of the CWS field. The SEC tied its record with four teams in the
field, which was first accomplished in 1997 and again in 2004, 2015 and 2019.

* Half of the SEC (7 of 14 teams) has earned a trip to the College World Series in the
last two seasons. Three teams advanced to Omaha in 2021, and four other teams
advanced in 2022.

* Arkansas made its 11th appearance in the College World Series, Texas A&M its sev-
enth, and Auburn and Ole Miss made their their sixth apperance in 2022.

* In the last 10 years (since the 2012 College World Series), 10 different SEC programs
have advanced to Omaha.

* An SEC team has won the national championship 14 times with eight of those coming
since 2009. LSU won its sixth title in 2009, South Carolina won back-to-back titles in
2011 and 2012, while Vanderbilt won in 2014 and 2019, Florida in 2017, Mississippi
State in 2021 and Ole Miss in 2022. The SEC has finished runner-up eight times since
2008 (Vanderbilt, 2021; Arkansas, 2018; LSU, 2017; Vanderbilt, 2015; Mississippi
State, 2013; South Carolina, 2012; Florida, 2011; and Georgia, 2008).

* The SEC had nine teams earn NCAA Tournament bids, tied for the most of any
conference. The SEC led all conferences with five teams in the Super Regionals and four
teams in the College World Series.

* SEC teams have combined for a 302-89 (.772) non-conference record, which is best
among all conferences.
