SEC IN THE CFP/BCS ERA (Since 1998)

The SEC has won 10 of the last 14 national championships, 12 of
the 22 BCS/CFP-era National Championships, five runner-up fin-
ishes and 26 overall national titles (AP, BCS, FWAA, coaches poll)
in SEC history. The SEC has appeared in 13 of the last 14 National
Championship Games and in 10 of the 16 BCS Championship
Games, winning nine.

The SEC is 90-53 (.629) in bowl games since 2006, the only FBS
league with a .600 or better winning percentage and 27 wins more
than the next closest conference.

Teams from the SEC have posted 86 wins since 2008 against non-
conference Top 25 teams (at time game was played), an average of
seven wins per season. Eleven of the 14 SEC teams have at least one
win against a non-conference Top 25 team in the last 12 years with
Alabama (15), LSU (15), Georgia (13), South Carolina (7), Florida
(8), Auburn (4) and Texas A&M (4) leading the way.
