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Noteworthy	
• A team from the SEC won the national championship for the 12th time as Vanderbilt 
claimed its second NCAA title. It was the conference’s fifth national title in the last de-
cade (2010-19) to go along with six national runner-up finishes and 26 overall College 
World Series appearances by nine different schools during that span.

• The SEC tied its record with four teams in the College World Series, comprising half of 
the CWS field. Mississippi State made its 11th trip to the College World Series, Arkansas 
its 10th trip, Auburn advanced to Omaha for the fifth time and first time since 1997, 
while Vanderbilt made its fourth appearance in Omaha. 

• The SEC has now sent 65 teams to the College World Series since 1990. LSU has
been to Omaha 15 times in that stretch, Florida 12 times, Mississippi State seven times, 
Arkansas and South Carolina six times, Georgia five times, Vanderbilt four times, while 
Alabama, Auburn and Tennessee have been three times each, and Texas A&M once as 
a member of the Southeastern Conference.

• SEC teams have won 12 of the last 30 national championships, with LSU winning six
(1991, 1993, 1996, 1997, 2000, 2009), South Carolina (2010, 2011) and Vanderbilt 
(2014, 2019) winning two, Florida taking home the title in 2017, and Georgia claiming 
the 1990 title. The SEC has finished runner up 10 times in that span: 1997, 2002, 
2005, 2008, 2011, 2012, 2013, 2015, 2017 and 2018.

• The SEC has had a team in the College World Series final in 11 of the last 12 years.

• For the third consecutive year, the SEC tied its own national record with six teams in 
the NCAA Super Regionals. Six SEC teams also reached the Super Regionals in 2004. 
No other conference had more than four representatives in the Super Regionals.

• The SEC led all conferences with its 10 selections to the NCAA Tournament.

• Four SEC schools were selected as NCAA Regional host sites and national seeds - 
Vanderbilt, Georgia, Arkansas and Mississippi State.

• Vanderbilt won both the SEC regular season title and the SEC Tournament crown.

• Total attendance for the SEC Tournament was 162,699, which set a record. Five 
sessions drew more than 10,000 fans.

• SEC combined for a 320-88 (.786) non-conference record, which was best among 
all conferences. 

• Total home attendance for all 14 SEC teams passed the two million mark for the ninth 
consecutive season. The top-five national attendance leaders were all from the SEC 
(LSU, Mississippi State, Arkansas, Ole Miss and South Carolina).

• Thirteen SEC student-athletes were selected on the first day of the Major League 
Baseball Draft on Monday. Vanderbilt’s JJ Bleday was taken fourth overall by the Miami 
Marlins, while Kentucky’s Zack Thompson (St. Louis) was selected 19th, Texas A&M’s 
Braden Shewmake (Atlanta) 21st and Mississippi State’s Ethan Small (Milwaukee) 28th. 
Missouri’s Kameron Misner (Miami) and T.J. Sikkema (New York Yankees) were selected 
35th and 38th, respectively. Seven players were selected after the first round.  

2019 Video Review	
• In 2019, the NCAA approved one set of Video Review Rules for all games:  These 
rules were used in both Conference and Non-Conference games, including the SEC 
Tournament. The Head Coach Challenge System and Crew Chief Initiated review after 
the 7th Inning of a 9 inning and 5th of a 7 inning scheduled contest remained in effect.

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2019 SEC Baseball Awards Announced

HOOVER, Ala. (May 20, 2019)-----The Southeastern Conference on May 20 
announced its 2019 Baseball Awards and All-SEC Teams, recognizing standout perfor-
mances from this season. 

Vanderbilt’s JJ Bleday was named the SEC Player of the Year, Mississippi State’s Ethan 
Small is the SEC Pitcher of the Year, Mississippi State’s JT Ginn is the SEC Freshman of 
the Year, Vanderbilt’s Tim Corbin is the SEC Coach of the Year and Tennessee’s Garrett 
Stallings is the Scholar-Athlete of the Year.

Bleday leads the SEC in several offensive categories, including home runs (25), runs 
batted in (64), slugging percentage (.748) and total bases (160). He became Vander-
bilt’s single season home runs leader on April 21 and has reached base in 82 of his last 
83 games.

Small is 8-1 with a 1.84 ERA in 83.0 inning pitched this season. In SEC games, Small 
limited the opposition to a .153 batting average and 99 strikeouts, both of which led 
the league. For the season, Small has struck out 139, which is No. 5 on Mississippi 
State’s single-season strikeouts list.

Ginn is 8-3 with a 3.12 ERA for the Bulldogs. He ranks in the top-10 in the SEC in wins, 
strikeouts (95) and games started (14). Ginn was twice named the SEC Co-Freshman of 
the Week.

Corbin, in his 17th season as Vanderbilt’s head coach, was voted SEC Coach of the 
Year for the third time in his career. He led the Commodores to the SEC championship 
and 45 wins in the regular season. Vanderbilt has been ranked in the top-two nationally 
for much of the season.  

Stallings holds a 3.41 grade point average in supply chain management. He is a Stu-
dent-Athlete Advisory Council representative, a member of VOLeaders Academy and a 
past member of the SEC Academic Honor Roll. Stallings is among the SEC leaders with 
eight wins and a 3.12 ERA.

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SEC Announces 2019 Baseball Legends

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. (April 18, 2019)-----Four former standouts from Southeastern Con-
ference universities have been named to the 2019 class of the SEC Baseball Legends 
Presented by AT&T. The 2019 class includes Alabama’s Doug Duke, Arkansas’ Johnny 
Ray, Florida’s Josh Fogg and Vanderbilt’s Jeremy Sowers. 

The legends class will be recognized at the SEC Baseball Tournament, which will take 
place May 21-26 at the Hoover Met in Hoover, Ala.

Each legend will be recognized individually throughout the two quarterfinal match-
ups on Friday and will have on-field recognition and an awards presentation by SEC 
Commissioner Greg Sankey on Saturday, May 25 during the semifinals of the SEC 
Tournament. Fans will have an opportunity for autographs and photos with the honorees 
at the AT&T Legends Pavilion immediately following. Several legends will also participate 
in the annual SEC Youth Clinic on Friday morning.

Doug Duke, Alabama
Doug Duke was a standout catcher for the Alabama Crimson Tide from 1984-86, twice 
being named to the All-SEC list. A two-time All-American for the Crimson Tide, Duke 
earned second-team recognition as a sophomore before a first-team selection in his 
junior campaign of 1986.  He owns the Alabama record for career slugging percentage 
(.758) and holds the single-season records by a catcher for average (.388 - 1985) and 
home runs in a season (27 - 1986). He went on to play professionally after being draft-
ed by the Montreal Expos in the seventh round of the 1986 amateur draft. Following 
the completion of his pro career, Duke returned to college to pursue a medical degree 
at the Kansas City University College of Medicine and Biosciences, where he graduated 
with honors in 2004. He is currently practicing in Dothan, Ala., as a general surgeon 
and wound care specialist while also serving as the Flowers Hospital Wound Care 
Center’s medical director.

Johnny Ray, Arkansas
A two-time All-Southwest Conference second baseman for the Razorbacks, Johnny Ray 
was a standout on the diamond in 1978 and 1979. The two-year letterman helped 
lead the Razorbacks to a combined 80-28 record in his tenure including a national 
championship runner-up finish in 1979. The Chouteau, Oklahoma native led the team 
in numerous offensive categories in both seasons as a Razorback including at bats 
(154-1978, 235-1979), runs (27-1978, 55-1979) and hits (47-1978, 77-1979). He 
also led the team in doubles in 1978 (8), triples in 1979 (12) and in RBI in 1979 (47). 
Ray was drafted by the Houston Astros in the 12th round of the 1979 MLB Draft, and 
in 1982 he was named the Sporting News Rookie of the Year. He played 10 seasons in 
Major League Baseball with the Pittsburgh Pirates and the California Angels. He made 
one All-Star game appearance as a member of the Angels in 1988. 

Josh Fogg, Florida
In his final season in 1998, Florida’s Josh Fogg led the team with a 2.03 ERA and 13 
saves, earning First Team All-America honors and First Team All-SEC honors. His 13 
saves in 1998 was a school record until Michael Byrne broke it in 2017. Fogg’s 22 
career saves rank third all-time in school history and his 103 career appearances ranks 
fifth in Florida history. He helped lead the Gators to two SEC titles (1996 and 1998) 
and the 1998 College World Series. Fogg was selected in the third round of the 1998 
MLB Draft by the Chicago White Sox and played nine years in the Major Leagues with 
four clubs. He made 194 career starts with a 5.03 ERA.

Jeremy Sowers, Vanderbilt
Vanderbilt’s Jeremy Sowers was a first-team freshman All-American in 2002 and third-
team All-America by Baseball America in 2004. He was twice named second-team 
All-SEC (2003, 2004) and four times earned SEC Pitcher of the Week recognition. 
He ranks second in Vanderbilt history for career innings pitched (338.2) and is third in 
career strikeouts (327). His 123 strikeouts in 2003 rank sixth in team history. Sowers 

led the Commodores three consecutive seasons (2002-04) in victories, strikeouts and 
innings pitched. He was selected sixth overall by the Cleveland Indians in the 2004 MLB 
Draft, pitched four seasons (2006-09) for the Indians and currently works within the 
Tampa Bay Rays organization.

Previous SEC Baseball Legends
This marks the eighth consecutive year that the SEC has recognized a class of baseball 
legends. Last year’s honorees were David Dellucci, Ole Miss; Ron Polk, Mississippi 
State; Alan Cockrell, Tennessee; and Mark Ross, Texas A&M. The 2017 honorees were: 
Ben McDonald, LSU; Don Kessinger, Ole Miss; Dave Silvestri, Missouri and Earl Bass, 
South Carolina.

The 2016 class featured Norm DeBriyn, Arkansas; Gabe Gross, Auburn; Cris Carpen-
ter, Georgia and Scott Downs, Kentucky, while the 2015 class featured Andy Phillips, 
Alabama; David Eckstein, Florida; Mark Johnson, Texas A&M and Larry Schmittou, 
Vanderbilt, and the 2014 class featured Phil Garner, Tennessee; Jake Gibbs, Ole Miss; 
Jay Powell, Mississippi State and Bobby Richardson, South Carolina.

The 2013 class honored Hal Baird, Auburn; Terry Shumpert, Kentucky; Skip Bertman, 
LSU; and Gene McArtor, Missouri, and the inaugural class in 2012 included: Dr. Jeffrey
